Topics/Skills to Revise or Practice:
· Observe that shadows are formed when light travelling from a source is blocked.
· Investigate how the size of a shadow is affected by the position of the object.
· Observe that shadows change in length and position throughout the day.
· Know that light intensity can be measured.
· Explore how opaque materials do not let light through and transparent materials let a lot of light through.
· Know that we see light sources because light from the source enters our eyes.
· Know that beams/rays of light can be reflected by surfaces including mirrors, and when reflected light enters our eyes we see the object.
· Explore why a beam of light changes direction when it is reflected from a surface.
· Describe the movement of the Earth relative to the Sun 
· Describe the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth
· Explain day and night on earth, and the apparent movement of the Sun
· Describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies

Answers/Responses:
Read questions carefully and think about the topics and what we have learned. What is the question actually asking you? If you are finding a question too difficult, leave it and look at the next question. When you have finished, check all of your answers by re-reading the questions carefully, and have a go at any answers you have missed.

Exam Advice:
Keep your answers clear, concise, using as much relevant scientific vocabulary as possible.
Read each question carefully and focus on the command words (e.g. describe, explain, calculate, compare).  
Use the number of marks available for the question as a guide to the length of time to spend on the question and the detail needed in your answer.
Manage your time effectively so that you finish the exam with just enough time to check your answers.  If you have time to spare, double check what you’ve put and add extra detail to your answers.  Picking up just one extra mark could make the difference between two grades.
Stay positive!  If you get really stuck with a question then leave it and come back to it later.  You will often find that once you’ve got some other easier questions under your belt and built up your confidence then the answer to the difficult question will come to you! Remember – never panic and try to stay calm.
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
